As Jesus began to conclude the Sermon on the Mount, He calls for a decision.  He says, 

“Enter through the narrow gate.  For wide is the gate and broad is the road that leads to de-

struction, and many enter through it.  But small is the gate and narrow the way that leads to 

life and only a few find it.”

I once asked someone for direc-

tions to Spring Hill High School.  I followed their directions and ended up at White Oak High 

School.  This person did not intentionally mislead me, but I ended up at the wrong destina-

tion none the less.  Jesus warned about false prophets who would promise the destination, 

but offer the wrong road (Matthew 7:15-20). 

Others will miss it because they rely on their own knowledge or wisdom.  There have been 

times in my life when I got lost because I was “sure” I knew the way.  The Old Testament 

writer warned that, “It is not within man to guide his own steps”. (Jeremiah 10:23). 

Whatever the reason, the destination is the same:  destruction.  We must study God’s word 

and listen to Him as He directs our steps to the path that leads to life.  We want to be a part 

of the few who find it.
